in July 2020, will be an important new landmark for Tokyo’s Waterfront
district. The new terminal will be able to accommodate the world’s
largest passenger ships.
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The Takeshiba Terminal serves as the
gateway to the islands of Izu and Ogasawara.
Redevelopment was initiated in 1988 to deal
with both the deterioration of the terminal
facilities and the increasingly large size of
vessels. Accordingly, construction of an office
building, commercial facilities, hotel and other
facilities centered around a passenger terminal

was undertaken, all of which were completed in
August, 1995.
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Hinode Terminal
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The northern side of Hinode Terminal is a convenient location for
accessing major tourist attractions and commercial facilities in the Tokyo
Bay area by boat, and consequently serves as a landing and embarking
place for riverine and sea-going water-buses, restaurant-boats, etc.

An additional dock was added in 2019, creating a new marine transport
facility which has begun to receive visits from vessels providing
non-scheduled services, etc.
